Short Subject application
This application is for Short Subjects only. Short Subjects must be at least 30 min. long and must not exceed 60 min. They are presented in the 30-seat Jewel Box only. Unlike in previous years, we offer the Short Subjects identical participation in our publicity, except for our marketing consultations. 
The application must be E-mailed by January 20, 2012. (There is no application fee.) Applications should include enough details to convince us that you can not only produce a quality production but can sell tickets. If your project is chosen, we will contact you by E-mail in early March. The festival runs on E-mail only, so you must be accessible via E-mail to participate. 

All participants must pay a nonrefundable Participation Fee of $100, due by April 1st 2012. Tickets are $12 (30 – 45 min. shows) and $15 (45 – 60 min. shows). The MITF receives 100 percent of the box office.
The schedule will be announced on or about April 16th. All Short Subjects receive 3 performances, scheduled in 1 week.  (Shows that do well at the box office might be offered extra performances.) For all questions, please review the Festival manual at www.midtownfestival.org.

You will receive a tech rehearsal roughly 2.5 times your running time.
You will have 15 minutes on either side of your production to load-in and out of the theatre and dressing rooms – this includes 5 minutes to load-in your audience.
The festival provides black cubes, a table, and a few chairs. There is no room for stored scenery. You will have to transport props every night. 
A basic repertory light plot and non-programmable computer board are available. You may not alter the Festival lighting plot in any way (even adding gels/gobos is forbidden). 
There will be a full house sound system (including a CD player). available at all venues.  No other sound equipment is permitted.
Projections are not permitted. Drums are not permitted. PAs are not permitted.
